Sustainable Communities and Community Choice Grants – An update of the process was shared with the group.  Notifications were delivered in October.  Over 1500 applications had been submitted from around the country for 120 grants.  Two were selected for North Carolina out of 15 submitted.  The RPO expects to discuss the grant with United States HUD/DOT/EPA in the coming months.  Preference for future funding opportunities would be given to grant applicants who successfully completed the process.

Louisburg CMAQ Application – Grant application was submitted with revisions at the end of October.

Updated PWP 2010 – 2011 – Revisions were made to the 2010 – 2011 PWP in light of staff changes.  To be approved by the TAC.

PATS / Person County Efforts – The RPO has been assisting PATS return to compliance.  The RPO assisted PATS with civil rights, motor fleet, and scheduling reports.  It is expected that PATS’ applications to the State will approved by the Board of Transportation helping to free-up funding.

NCDOT Financial Planning – Ciriello discussed meeting with Burt Tasaico at NCDOT in Raleigh to review the 
future of transportation funding in the State including revenue and expenditures.  Mr. Tasaico will make a 
presentation at the next joint meeting in the winter of 2011.   It is important that all members try to attend this meeting.

Bike and Pedestrian Planning Grants – Ciriello discussed work on a pedestrian planning grant for the Town of Stovall.

2040 Statewide Transportation Plan – Ciriello announced that the NCDOT had assigned the KTRPO a position on the 2040 Plan Steering Committee to represent the state’s rural planning organizations.  The first meetings are expected to start in January 2011.

5. NCDOT Division 5 Report –Joey Hopkins, NCDOT Division 5 – Mr. Hopkins provided an update on the RPO on projects in Division 5 impacting the RPO/COG.  He also advised that the plans were being made for local public hearings for the new TIP and that meetings would begin in March 2011. The TIP is available on the NCDOT website and it can be downloaded as an adobe file to review.  Link was forwarded to Mike Ciriello to distribute within region.  TIP is currently in the comment stage and approval is anticipated in the spring of 2011.
6. NCDOT Transportation Planning Branch Report – Frances Bisby, NCDOT TPB – Ms. Bisby updated the RPO on the status of regional Comprehensive Transportation Plans (CTPs).  Work on the Vance County CTP is planned to begin in December 2010.
