1. Welcome and Review of Agenda – James D. O’Geary, RTAC Chair

3. ACTION ITEM:  Approve Minutes from November 9, 2010 meeting - Approved Unanimously 
4. Kerr-Tar Planner’s Report – Given by Joey Hopkins, Scott Walston and Frances Bisby for Mike Ciriello, Kerr-Tar RPO
a. 
Reviewed the 2011 Resurfacing Plans for all roads in the Region.  Specific questions may be addressed after the meeting or email in questions.  For immediate attention to needs or complaints contact county Maintenance Departments or District Engineer.  DOT attempts to address road issues before the road deteriorates to severe levels to save repair costs.   Ronnie Goswick did note that Hwy. 96 has some very rough spots and surface pop offs.
b. 
Reviewed progress of the Triangle Connector to I-85 – the “East End Connector”.  This will create a new link between the Durham Freeway (NC 147) in south Durham and I-85 in east Durham, completing a critical north-south mobility corridor.  When the connector is complete and coupled with the opening of the 540/Triangle Expressway turnpike (Triangle Parkway and Western Wake Freeway), the region will enjoy new north-south, stoplights free mobility in the heart of the Triangle.  Other Quick Facts were also reviewed on the project.

Copies of the Person County 501 Corridor Study were also shared with the group.

d.
Project Prioritization – Each region will submit 15 new projects that are not already in the plan draft. Focus on mobility and modernization projects.  All projects should be in by June.  NCDOT will then apply quantitative data, i.e., traffic/wreck info, speed limits, census data, etc.  For info on this process contact Mike Ciriello.  Once all data is placed on projects they are returned to local offices by August to have points assigned.  Projects must have 4 points but no more than 100 points to be considered.

Regional Summits will be held in April.

The closest TIP meeting will be held in Oxford at the Oxford Town Hall on March 21st at 4PM.  The next closet meeting would be held in Burlington.

Frances Bisby commended Mike Ciriello’s visionary and creative work in regards to developing green space in the Town of Franklinton along the proposed SEHSR crossing, along with a commuter rail station and bike/pedestrian crossing.  Mike’s efforts were also recognized for the Proposed Kerr-Lake District Regional Bicycle Plan along with pedestrian greenways. These plans are being addressed by Bob Mozier at NCDOT to connect rail plans along with the Bike/Pedestrian plans.
5. NCDOT Transportation Planning Branch Report – Scott Walston, NCDOT TPB – Scott updated the RPO on the status of regional Comprehensive Transportation Plans (CTPs).  Vance County held a kick-off meeting on February 15th and the next meeting will be March 15th at the COG office. CTP adoption meetings will be held for Franklin County on March 1st in Wake Forest, March 15th for Town of Franklinton and hopefully Louisburg will be forthcoming. Person County CTP is still under review –plans should be to Paula in 30 days.  NC50 Project is still under review.  To offer feedback on this study you can on line to www.nc50today.com . Scott also advised members that the Transportation Branch would be moving in April and they would be assigned new phone numbers.
6. Transportation Funding Future – Burt Tasaico, NCDOT.  Burt provided a detailed power point that provided a funding overview.  First section highlighted NCDOT funding for infrastructure projects and the state transportation revenue sources. Second section highlighted Federal funding i.e., federal gasoline and federal diesel taxes and how they are distributed to LUST Trust Fund, Highway Account and Mass Transit Account.  Other items reviewed in this section were:  federal truck users’ taxes, current federal programs, federal transportation revenues, federal trust fund outlook, federal reauthorization status, and the potential funding reductions for the next three years.  In the third section Burt addressed the State overview, by identifying revenue sources, i.e., motor fuel tax, highway use tax and fees.  Highway fund is allocated 2/3 of the total State revenues, while 1/3 goes to the Highway Trust fund. Detailed information was shared regarding the distribution of revenue from each fund. Other items reviewed were fuel consumption, transportation revenue sources, state revenue comparison, models were prepared to track monthly actual figures compared to forecast estimates.
